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GENERAL ADMINISTRATION

VISITING AND OFFICE HOURS
When visiting school during school hours, you must SIGN IN at the Main Office upon entering 
and SIGN OUT when leaving the campus and wear a visitorÕs sticker during your visit.  Main 
Office hours are 7:45am-4:30pm school days.

DROP OFF  
The school doors open at 7:45am (NO EARLIER).  School begins promptly at 8:05am. For the 
safety  and security of your child, please do not drop off children before 7:45am, as the main 
school doors are locked and there is no supervision available. Third Street School has two 
entrances: the main one on June and another on Las Palmas.  The Las Palmas gate only stays 
open for 15 minutes after drop off and pick up.  The gate near the teacherÕs parking lot is for 
STAFF USE ONLY until 4:30pm daily.  

All Kindergarten students need to be walked into school and taken directly  to their classroom and 
parents must wait with their children until 8:05am.   Students in Grades 1-5 may be dropped off 
using the drive-through lanes on June and Las Palmas.  To do this, students must be able to open 
the vehicle door and get out on their own with their backpacks.  Parent volunteers are there 
exclusively  for safety and may help as a courtesy only. Please treat them with respect.  Use 
extreme caution while using the drop off lanes and obey all traffic laws.

PICK UP
School ends at 2:30pm. However, Early  Banked Time Dismissal Days start Tuesdays in late 
September and school ends at 1:30pm until the end of May.  Please see the PrincipalÕs Blue 
Letter for exact dates.  Kindergarten students MUST be promptly  picked up directly from their 
teacher.  They are NOT allowed to be dropped off or picked up at the drive through lanes.  This 
is for grades 1-5 only. There is absolutely NO WAITING outside school entrances without an 
adult.  After 4:30pm, the front door is locked and pickup is through the Staff Gate in the 
teacherÕs parking lot on June Street.  Please DO NOT park or drop off/pick up in this lot and 
ONLY use this gate AFTER 4:30pm.

PARENT VOLUNTEERS ARE NEEDED DURING DROP OFF AND PICK UP TIMES.  
PLEASE CONTACT THE PTA PRESIDENT.

ABSENCES/TARDINESS/EARLY PICK UP
If your child is sick, please call the Main Office and let the school know. When planning 
vacations, keep in mind the school is only paid by the district for each day that each student is in 
school. Every absence takes money away from Third Street School. Unless your child is very 
sick, bring your child to class for attendance and then take him/her home.
Students arriving late must first check in with the office before going to class. It is very 
important to be on time!  Teachers have a lot to teach and tardiness is disruptive to the class. If 
students need to be picked up early for any reason, you must fill out a blue permission slip and 
sign the log in the Main Office and bring this slip to your childÕs teacher. Please inform the Main 
Office of any change in contact information on your childÕs emergency card.
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EARLY RELEASE AND MINIMUM DAYS
From about late-September to mid-May Tuesdays become Early Release days.  School is 
dismissed at 1:30pm on these days so teachers can participate in professional development 
activities.  Minimum Days occur 10 days per year when school ends at 12:35pm.  Please read the 
monthly PrincipalÕs Blue Letter for exact dates.

PARKING/TRAFFIC
Parking is only on the street-NOT in the staff parking lot.  Please allow extra time to park on 
Mondays and Tuesdays when there is street cleaning from 12-3.  There are also restricted turns at 
certain times from 3rd Street, June Street, and Las Palmas, so read traffic signs carefully.  There is 
a parking space on Las Palmas reserved for the school bus and there is absolutely  no parking or 
drop off in this area.  You will be ticketed!  There is one Handicapped Parking space on June just 
north of 2nd Street.  NEVER block our neighborsÕ driveways and obey all traffic rules.  Please 
use crosswalks with your children.  

CAMPUS MAP
A Third Street Elementary School campus map is posted in the display case by  the Auditorium.  
Many meetings take place in the Parent Center in room 33.

ADULT RESTROOMS
Restrooms for adults are located in the Main Office, in the Copier/Work room next to the Main 
Office, in the Auditorium, and in the TeachersÕ Lounge behind the Auditorium.  Restrooms on the 
yard and in classrooms are for STUDENT USE ONLY.

LOST AND FOUND
Lost and Found is in the Cafeteria area.  PLEASE LABEL ALL ITEMS WITH YOUR CHILDÕS 
FIRST AND LAST NAMES!  Valuable items such as wallets, keys, eyeglasses, etc. are kept in 
the Main Office.  All unclaimed items are donated to charity  before Winter break, Spring break 
and at the end of the year.

MEALS
Children may bring lunch or buy  lunch from the cafeteria for $1.00.  Cafeteria menus for the 
month are available in the Main Office.   Breakfast is served 7:45-8:05am daily and during the 
first recess for $.60.  Meals are ONLY for students.  Students can pay cash or purchase lunch 
tickets in the mornings from the cafeteria staff. Coffee, tea, bagels, etc. are available in the 
morning for purchase by anyone.  

Families who qualify can get reduced price lunch for $.40 and breakfast at no charge by 
submitting a form to the district. The forms are available in the Main Office.
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RECESS
Recess is divided up by grade level. There are yard supervisors on duty to make sure recess is an 
orderly  and happy time for the students.   Kindergarteners have their own playground separate 
from the rest of the school.  The play  structure in the main yard is limited to 1st through 5th 
graders during recess.  The library is usually open at this time for children to visit if they choose.

PARENT VOLUNTEERS ARE NEEDED DURING RECESS AND LUNCH TIMES.  PLEASE 
CONTACT ALICE LEE, SCHOOL COORDINATOR.

EMERGENCY PLAN
The school conducts periodic fire drills.  Twice a year the school conducts full-scale drillsÐ an 
Earthquake Drill in the fall and a Major Disaster Drill in the spring.  It is crucial that emergency 
contact cards are up to date. Children will ONLY be released to an authorized adult.  

In the event of a real disaster, parents or authorized adults must go to the ÔRequestÕ gate located 
on June Street near 3rd St. They will be required to present identification and fill out a release 
form.  They will then proceed around to the ÔReunionÕ gate on Las Palmas to pick up their child.  
The off campus evacuation site is John Burroughs Middle School on 6th and McCadden.

All students are required to provide personal Emergency  Comfort Kits to be kept in their 
classroom at the beginning of the year.  These kits should have supplies needed by  your child 
during an emergency, such as food and water.  Kits can be assembled by parents or purchased 
through PTA.  Order forms will be sent home in the beginning of the year and are also available 
in the Main Office.  Parent volunteers are needed for the Safety  Committee.  Contact PTA for 
more information.

MEDICATION
School personnel cannot administer medication without appropriate consent forms. If a child 
must have medication during the school day, the following procedure must be followed:

1) Pick up an LAUSD ÒRequest for medication to be taken during school hoursÓ 
form from the Main Office and have your childÕs doctor complete it.  You 
need to sign it as well.

2) Return form along with your childÕs medication to the Main Office on the first 
day of school.

3) The form needs to be renewed ANNUALLY.

CURRICULUM
The curricula for each grade level are available in the Main Office and the Parent Center in room 
33.  California State Academic Standards are the crux of our curriculum.
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TESTING
The Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program is an important part of the state testing 
system.  Administered annually in the spring, the STAR Program was authorized by state law to 
measure how well students are learning the knowledge and skills identified in the California 
academic standards.  
One component of the STAR Program is the California Standards Test (CST).  All students in 
grades 2-5 take the (CST), including students who are English learners and students with 
disabilities.  Students can be exempted from testing if their parents submit a written request.

The California English Language Development Test (CELDT) is a required state test for English 
language proficiency that is given to students whose home language is other than English.  
School districts are required to assess the English language development of all English Learners 
(ELs) annually until the EL student has been reclassified.

Starting in second grade, students are referred for testing by teachers for the Gifted and Talented 
Education (GATE) program (see CAMPUS ORGANIZATIONS AND RESOURCES for more 
information).

The Academic Performance Index (API) is a measure of how Third Street Elementary  is 
performing and progressing academically.

HOMEWORK
Students will have weekly  or daily homework assignments.  Please make sure your childÕs 
homework is completed on time.  If your child is struggling or does not seem challenged, please 
speak with your childÕs teacher directly  for assistance. If you are concerned with the amount and 
the content of homework, please discuss with your childÕs teacher before you bring it to the 
attention of the principal.

SCHOOL NOTICES
Many important notices from teachers and the Main Office are sent home in studentÕs backpacks.  
PLEASE CHECK YOUR CHILDÕS BACKPACK EACH DAYAND READ ALL NOTICES!

ROOM PARENTS
Room parents help teachers coordinate classroom activities and keep parents up-to-date on class 
events (such as field trips, projects, class parties, etc.).  Room parents are also a vital link in the 
communication process by conveying important school information to parents on a "local" or 
classroom level.   Please speak to your childÕs teacher if youÕd like to be a room parent.  Usually 
it is 2-3 parents per class.

CLASSROOM PARTIES
Holidays, birthdays, and end of year - all parties are at the teacherÕs discretion.  Please talk with 
your childÕs teacher to find out the classroom policy.  
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FIELD TRIPS
The FRIENDS OF THIRD field trip  budget provides approximately  two field trips for every 
class each year.  The teachers coordinate their own field trips.  Transportation can be by school 
bus, by private cars driven by parents, or on foot, depending on the trip.  A written permission 
slip from a parent is required before a student can participate in a field trip.

SPECIAL EDUCATION
Services for students with special needs include Full Inclusion, Early Education (EE) K-2 day 
class, Preschool Mix, Speech Therapy, Occupational Therapy, Adapted Physical Education, and 
School Psychologist.  Questions should be directed to the Assistant Principal, Elementary 
Instructional Specialist (APEIS).  Support, for teachers and parents, is available through the 
Friends Community Center operated by the volunteer Special Education Advisory Committee 
located in room 33.

GIFTED EDUCATION
Third Street School has Gifted Cluster classes and Schools For Advanced Studies (SAS) cluster 
classes in Grades 3-5.  This means that identified gifted students are discreetly clustered in each 
class and given differentiated instruction.  All teachers teaching gifted cluster classes are 
specially  trained to meet the varied needs of these students through differentiated instruction.  
Beginning in 2nd Grade, students are referred for gifted testing (GATE) and instruction begins in 
3rd grade.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION
LAUSD mandates elementary school students receive 200 minutes of physical education every 
two weeks. At Third Street School, the teachers are responsible for their studentsÕ physical 
education.  Some teachers hire a coach weekly, funded by classroom parents or by recycling.  In 
5th grade, students are required to take a Physical Fitness Test (PFT).  The state-designated PFT 
is the FITNESSGRAM! .

LIBRARY
All classrooms visit the Library weekly during the school year. The library is open before school, 
during recess and lunch and after school until 5:00pm. Students may check out up to 5 books for 
one week if accompanied by a parent and two books on their own.  Kindergarten students are 
also able to check out books, but must be accompanied by an adult at all times in the Library.

Programs currently  in the library include the Tour de France reading challenge for First Graders; 
the Marathon Book Challenge for 2nd to 5th Graders; the Back-Issue Magazine Challenge for 
3rd to 5th Graders and Third Street participates in the California Young Reader Medal Program 
where students throughout California nominate and vote for their favorite book. There is also a 
Student Librarian Program that is open to Grades 3Ð5.  Third Street Library was recently chosen 
as the Model Library for LAUSD District 3-2008-2010.  The after school librarian and part of 
our full-time librarianÕs salary, as well as additional books and supplies, are made possible by 
FRIENDS OF THIRD.
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TECHNOLOGY CENTER
Third Street Elementary School boasts a state-of-the-art, fully equipped Mac Lab that includes 
34 new iMac computers, laser printers, media carts, and multi-media equipment for student use 
and production. Students in grades K-2 receive at least 45 minutes of technology instruction 
every other week, and students in grades 3-5 receive at least 45 minutes of instruction weekly.

Classroom instruction is multi-disciplinary  and comprehensive as our technology department 
works to align all lessons to California standards. The Technology Center is open for one hour 
every  day after-school for homework, research, and technology use by students, parents, and 
faculty of Third Street. Additional professional development workshops are given quarterly for 
teachers to develop skills and experience, and for parents. The Technology Center and teacher 
are made possible by FRIENDS OF THIRD.

MUSIC PROGRAM
Third Street School provides a ten-week general music program for all grade levels, over and 
above the 4th-5th-grade orchestra program provided by LAUSD.   Beginning in 2008, the 
program was expanded to include a before school recorder and Orff xylophone ensemble for 3rd, 
4th and 5th graders interested in taking their music to the next level.  There is no charge to join 
the ensemble and instruments are provided.  Rehearsals lead to 2-3 ÒConcert in the ParkÓ picnic 
events on campus after school.

The philosophy of the general music program is a "constructivist" approach, in which students 
make many of their own musical instruments and are encouraged to be composers as well as 
performers.  The music program is made possible by FRIENDS OF THIRD.

DRAMA PROGRAM
Thanks to a generous donation to Friends of Third, Third Street Elementary has a drama program 
called Dramarama for grades 3-5.  Rehearsals are held after school and will culminate in a 
production before the December winter break and another before year end in June. Every child 
interested is invited to participate.

KINDERGARTEN EDUCATIONAL AIDE
Because Third Street School receives no Federal Title 1 Funding, we must fund an Educational 
Aide to the Kindergarten teachers ourselves.  This Aide helps all Kindergarten teachers by 
supervising children during recess and lunch, helping in the classroom, copying materials, etc.  
Kindergarten parents are relied upon to fund this position.  This can be done through direct 
donations of $350 per child payable to Third Street School Kindergarten Aide Fund, denoting 
ÒKindergarten Aid Fund.Ó  This fund is separate from fundraising efforts by Friends of Third and 
should not be confused with the Annual Giving campaign.
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ABOUT DONATING

In Kindergarten, parents are asked to donate for 3 separate causes: 

1) Kindergarten General Educational Aide Fund
2) FRIENDS OF THIRD Annual Giving Fund
3) PTA (Parent Teacher Association)

In Grades 1-5, parents are asked to donate for two main causes:

1) FRIENDS OF THIRD Annual Giving Fund
2) PTA (Parent Teacher Association)

NOTE:  Korean Dual Language Program (KDLP) parents will be asked to donate for that 
program as well (see CAMPUS ORGANIZATIONS AND RESOURCES).

Supporting the Kindergarten Aide is essential for our Kindergarten teachers.  This Educational 
Aide supervises children during recess, lunch and helps in the classrooms.  Parents pay for this 
much-needed help since there is no Federal Title 1 funding for Third Street School.

FRIENDS OF THIRD is our main fundraising organization or Òbooster clubÓ.  Every year there 
is a budget prepared by the board and programs are funded throughout the school year and must 
benefit all grade levels.  The budget is posted on the bulletin board by the Auditorium.  (See 
CAMPUS ORGANIZATIONS AND RESOURCES for a more detailed explanation)

ABOUT VOLUNTEERING

CAMPUS ORGANIZATIONS AND RESOURCES

FRIENDS OF THIRD (FOT)
Our booster club is called FRIENDS OF THIRD (FOT).  It is a 501 (c) 3 non-profit dedicated to 
raising funds that provide Third Street School with educational resources and enrichment 
programs not possible within the constraints of the LAUSD budget.  Each year FOT funds the 
Technology Center, student Computer Training, extended after school library hours, Choral and 
Music Theory instruction, Supplemental TeacherÕs and PrincipalÕs Discretionary Funds, 
additional field trips for each grade, drama program, School Website, a healthy Snack Shop, 
School Spirit Shop, and more! This is done through the ANNUAL GIVING FUND drive, fun 
fairs, and a recycling program to name a few.

Families are strongly encouraged to contribute $500 per student each year to FOT. All the money 
goes directly to FRIENDS OF THIRD programs and is 100% tax deductible. Our tax ID number 
is 95-3914116.  For those who cannot afford a single $500 check, consider signing up  for 
automatic monthly  credit/debit payments or writing a $50 check every month. (ThatÕs just $1.66/
day and probably less than the cost of one month of preschool!)  For those who can afford more 
than $500, please give as much as you can.   The more money we raise, the more programs we 
can fund and the greater our school becomes!

This non-profit was formed by parents because they, like you, saw the importance of giving 
children a well-rounded education.  If you are passionate about making Third Street the best 
school it  can be please get involved!

PARENT TEACHER ASSOCIATION (PTA)
This is a multi-level support organization, which provides guidance and resources for students 
and their parents. PTA is not a fundraising body at heart.  PTA is unique in that it has not lost its 
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focus for over 100 years-EVERY CHILD.ONE VOICE.  PTA continues to be an advocate in the 
state and nation for children and youth.  PTA sponsors many things on campus such as:  Staff 
Appreciation Luncheons, Back to school Breakfast, Disaster Preparedness, Traffic/School safety, 
Parenting Education, Wonder of Reading Library, Reflections Art Contest, Drug free awareness, 
Book Fair, Holiday  Toy drive, Science Fair, Teacher Appreciation Week, School Beautiful, 
Parent Copy Team, Salvin Special Education Center Clothing and Toy drive, and Lost & Found 
to name many!   Parents are encouraged to attend the monthly  PTA meetings in the Parent Center 
in room 33 and become voting members.

SCHOOL SITE COUNCIL (SSC)
This is a group of teachers and parents who work closely with the principal for school 
improvement programs, budgets and academic plans.  SSC is responsible for developing, 
reviewing and evaluating the improvements at Third Street Elementary.  Parents may get 
involved through the election process and are always welcome at SSC meetings.  To learn more 
go to www.lausd.net. 

ENGLISH LEARNER ADVISORY COMMITTEE (ELAC)
This committee participates in developing, implementing and evaluating the schoolÕs Limited 
English Proficient (LEP) students.  ELAC informs parents about academic programs and budgets 
for LEP students.   Monthly meetings are held and are open to ALL.  Topics such as Gifted/
Talented Program, Choices Magnet Program, Thinking Maps, Cyber Bullying, and more are 
discussed.  More information can be found in the Parent Center, room 33.

KOREAN DUAL LANGUAGE PROGRAM (KDLP)
There is one class per grade level in the Korean Dual Language Program.  Students register for 
this program on a first come first served basis in Kindergarten.  Students are taught in both 
English and Korean in all subject areas in addition to Learning about Korean culture, holidays 
and customs.

Beginning in October, all KDLP students in Grades 1-5 will stay until 3:30pm 2-3 days per 
week.  Beginning in January, Kindergarten non-heritage students will stay until 3:30pm once a 
week.  Watch for schedules from teachers.  KDLP parents are expected to donate to the program 
to cover the cost of additional teacher time for the extended learning program in Korean, extra 
materials, field trips, etc.

GIFTED AND TALENTED EDUCATION (GATE)
The DistrictÕs instructional programs for gifted and talented students are based on the principles 
that all students are to receive an education appropriate to their individual capabilities, interests, 
and needs, and that students have learning opportunities that help develop their abilities to the 
highest level. Because gifted and talented students generally  demonstrate high performance or 
capacity for high performance beyond age/grade expectations, they are atypical learners who 
require specialized learning experiences beyond the regular curriculum.  Third Street School 
provides opportunities for parents to learn more about the program through parent meetings and 
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a parent representative.  For more information see Hannah Limb, Gifted Program Coordinator at 
Third Street School.

PARENT CENTER
The Parent Center for our school is located in room 33.  This is where an abundance of 
information can be found about the many Third Street School organizations, resources and 
programs.  All meetings for FOT, PTA, ELAC, SSC, GATE, etc. are held in this center.  This 
room also includes the Friends Community Center (see Special Education Advisory Committee 
below).

SPECIAL EDUCATION ADVISORY COMMITTEE
The Special Education Advisory Committee was created by parents, in cooperation with 
LAUSDÕs Autism Support Unit, to aid in supporting the needs of teachers, support staff, and 
parents of children with special needs.  When necessary, outside professionals will be consulted 
to help with challenges that arise at Third Street School.  This committee operates through the 
Friends Community Center located within the Parent Center in room 33.  For more information

AFTER SCHOOL

CAMPUS HOURS/YARD
Children in Grades 1-5 may stay  on the main yard until 6:00pm. There is general supervision 
provided by LAUSD Youth Services Program during this time.  Students may also go to the 
library  until 5:00pm or the Technology Center, most days, until 3:30pm. However, 
Kindergarteners must be picked up directly from their teachers. They are NOT allowed to be on 
the yard after school without their parents or a caregiver.

BEYOND THE BELL
LAUSDÕs Beyond the Bell Program offers organized activities on the yard for Grades 1-5 after 
school. To learn more about the program please see Eric, playground coach, or leave notes in the 
Youth Services mail box in the Main Office.  There is no cost for this program.

KIDS K-OR
Kindergarteners, and all other grades, have the option to go to KidsÕ K-OR After School Program 
operated by Ann Hutchinson.  Brochures with pricing are in the Main Office.  KidsÕ K-OR offers 
weekly  enrichment classes, such as Spanish, cooking or piano lesson, to name a few.  There is 
also a daily  Homework Lab available for all kids.  In addition, Winter, Spring and Summer 
Camps are provided on campus during school breaks. 
KidsÕ K-OR also has monthly  ParentsÕ Night Out events and provides childcare for evening 
fundraisers.
NOTE:  This is NOT an LAUSD program.
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SNACK SHOP
Monday through Thursday a snack shop is open in the Cafeteria area for about one hour after 
school.  A full complement of healthy snacks is available for purchase. The Snack Shop is made 
possible by FRIENDS OF THIRD and is run by volunteers.

OFF CAMPUS AFTER SCHOOL PROGRAMS
Private after school programs need to pick up  students at the Las Palmas gate only.   
Kindergarteners need to be picked up directly  from their teacher at their respective classrooms.

SCHOOL CONDUCT/ DRESS CODE POLICY
Every student has the right to be educated in a safe, respectful and welcoming environment.  
Every  educator has the right to teach in an atmosphere free from disruption that impedes 
learning.  Third Street School has created its policies in accordance with LAUSDÕs Discipline 
Foundation Policy with the desire to keep all our children safe while supporting learning.  
StudentÕs failure to comply before, during and after school hours will result in appropriate action. 
The complete school conduct policy will be sent home at the beginning of the year and is 
available in the Main Office.

Students, Parents, and teachers must follow traffic safety rules such as crossing at the crosswalks 
en route to and from school.  No one may block bus-loading zones or driveways, park on the 
west side of Las Palmas or Double Park.  We are respectful of our Third Street School 
Neighborhood.  

Parents must ensure that students come to school clean and appropriately dressed and groomed.  
At Third Street School, appropriate dress includes no open-toed shoes, oversized clothing, cleats 
(spikes on shoes), or earring below the earlobe.

IMMUNIZATION POLICY
New students will not be enrolled unless a written immunization record, provided by a physician 
or the health department, is presented at the time of enrollment and immunizations are up-to-
date.  A doctor may exempt your child from some or all immunizations (for example, due to a 
medical condition).  You may exempt your child because of your personal or religious beliefs.  

All students must provide a completed dental form following an oral health exam as well.

All Kindergarten students and all new 1st grade students who have never attended Kindergarten 
must present a written report (usually on the immunization record) provided by a private 
physician or health department, giving the results of a Mantoux test for tuberculosis done within 
one year prior to school entry. 
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TITLE I FUNDING
Third Street School receives NO Federal Title 1 Funding.  Most LAUSD schools receive 
Compensatory Education Funds Title 1 money because they have a percentage of the student 
body qualifying for the free and reduced-price meal program higher than 40%.  Since Third 
Street has significantly less than the required number of students, we receive NO additional 
funds.  Similarly, we receive far less funding than Title I schools. Consequently, we rely on the 
efforts of FRIENDS OF THIRD created by parents to raise funds to fill this gap. 

MAGNET SCHOOLS
Every year, students are sent the Magnet ÔChoicesÕ Booklet.  Parents may apply each year to 
LAUSD Magnet schools for the following year.  Children who are accepted at a magnet school 
can accept and change schools or reject and stay at Third Street.  Children who do not get 
accepted into a magnet school are assigned waiting list points.  These points accumulate and give 
priority when applying in the future.  Students who are accepted into a magnet school and choose 
not to go will lose all waiting points. There is an ELAC meeting every year explaining the 
process to parents.
