To gain admission to the games, students bring backpacksfilled with brand new school supplies for children of 
local homeless families. 



There are more than 11,000 homeless kids living in Los Angeles County. These children lack the basic supplies 
needed to succeed in school. 

Third Street Elementary has teamed with School On Wheels, a non profit organization thatprovides one-on-
one tutoring for children who live in shelters, motels, group foster homes and on the streets. In addition to 
weekly tutoring and mentoring, every student is given a backpackfull of new school supplies. They also receive 
school uniforms, bus tokens and assistance enrolling in school as well as a toll-free phone number for around-
the-clock support.
